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Shortsea Promotion Centre Poland

The Shortsea Promotion Centre, Poland was established in
July 2001 at the suggestion of founder-members and the
Polish Ministry of Transport and Maritime Economy.
SPC - Poland is the association of members from
businesses and institutions. The Board operates on a
voluntary basis and there is one full-time employee. The
Centre has a non-profit ethos and holds a neutral position
in relation to commercial and market affairs. Financing
arrangements of the Centre's organisation come from a
variety of sources including partial subsidies from both the
European Commission and national exchequer. The lion's
share of finance has been secured by contributions from
supporting members. The office is hopeful that a sufficient

Another key role of SPC Poland is to provide expert
information and statistics on the functioning and
development of shortsea shipping in Poland and Europe to
the shortsea sector, as well as to the public.

Promotional activities are undertaken through press
information and issuing regular information bulletins,
through the use of Internet and own homepage. The
website not only presents the most pertinent, up-to-date
information but also provides details on connections to
and from Polish ports. The centre, of course, also
co-operates with the others SPC in promoting the idea of

shortsea shipping, among, trade organisations and

number of partners will join in the future to make the
organisation self-financing. The new members are
expected to come from ports, shipowners, haulage and
forwarding companies and local governments.

The Association's primary statutory objective is to promote
and support activities in favour of shortsea shipping
development and "door-to-door" intermodal freight
movements. Another objective is to implement EU
directives concerning modal shift improvements, which
transfer freight from roads to seaways and inland
waterways. Furthermore, Polish Shortsea Promotion Centre
assist in funding submissions from EU, national and local
government institutions appropriate to potential projects
connected with shortsea shipping developments in our
country. We monitor problems and constraints, which are
hindering shortsea shipping development in Poland.
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institutions, as well as with organisations such as the
Polish Chamber of Maritime Economy and the Polish
Chamber of Forwarding and Logistics. Other interested
stakeholders include Maritime Academies, and state and
local administration authorities. The centre is of the
opinion that such co-operation will effect improved

promotion, and so advance the development of shipping.

Activities

® co-ordinating the establishment-of the ro-ro service

between  Szczecin/ Swinouj'scie .‘and Klaipeda
(thus reducing heavy road ctraffic between

German-Polish border and Lithuanian/Polish border),

® implementation of an information-campaign regarding

intermodal and combined transport,

® active co-operation and exchange of information
regarding promotion of shortsea shipping within the
European Shortsea Network (ESN),

® advising and updating domestic companies regarding

EU transport policy,

® promoting initiatives and  previding active

contributions to the development of EU

transport policy,

® running / and updating the website of the
ESN Centre - preparing-for the start-up of the National
Module of the European Information System on

Shortsea Shipping,

® participating in meetings, conferences and seminars
aimed at promoting shortsea shipping e.g. in Dunkirk,

Brugge, Malmo and Szczecin.

However, the future of our organisation is in doubt.
We have no guarantee of funding for the present or the
future either from Polish governmental sources or EU.
Despite the efforts we have made, we have not been
successful in acquiring a positivesresponse to our
achievements from the National Focal Point.lt is a pity
that, despite our hard efforts, financing remains practically

the only limitation tosour range our activities.

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Activity Report

The Balance of Activity After 2 Years

Recently it was the second anniversary of the Shortsea
Promotion Centre-Spain (SPC-Spain). If the first year was
the year of the establishment and the first steps; trying to
raise the target groups awareness of the concept and
intentions of the Association, the second has been one of

consolidation and has allowed us to see the first results.

On one hand, during this second year, SPC-Spain has achieved
recognition as the main national reference for the promotion
of Shortsea Shipping (SSS). At the same time, the existing SSS
services between Spain and other EU countries have become

strong and new business initiatives have come up.
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® The members of the Association, who cover a very wide
part of the sectors interested in the development of
SSS, have continued increasing and confirming their
commitment to supporting the Association and

its objectives.

® SPC-Spain has established several working forums,
which remain open for the participation of new agents,
with road transport, maritime and combined transport
operators, forwarders, to evaluate together, all their
requirements, in the development of Shortsea Shipping.
One of these forums has also counted on the

Among the main tasks developed by our Association
during this period, the next can be highlighted:

® Four research reports have been carried out: "Conditions
for the Road Transport sector involvement in the
development of SSS", “Economic impact of the Spanish
Project of Law on the economic and services system in
the general interest ports for SSS", "The concept of
Motorways of the Sea for Spain” and "Typology and
volume of the goods available for SSS" Their results,
which have been widely diffused among the interested
sectors, have been warmly welcomed and have allowed
us to start knowing better the particularities and needs
of this type of traffic.

multilateral contacts with views to possible

collaborations in future projects.

e SPC-Spain has also continued the labour of diffusing

the SSS concept, organising seminars and workshops
and participating in several national and international
forums. We can mention some of them such as the SITL
in Paris, the SIL 2004 in Barcelona or the Shortsea 2004
in Bilbao.

In the European regulative area, the SSS promotion plan of
the European Commission has started to run, with
fourteen measures amongst which is the "Marco Polo"
programme for supporting new services, to which have
been presented several proposals with Spanish interests in
its first call, with the collaboration and support of
our Association.

Likewise, the consideration of the so-called "Motorways of
the Sea" as one of the priority projects on the development
of the Trans-European Networks Transport has been
formalised. In this aspect, our Association proposes that
the Motorways of the Sea should be developed by the
private initiative and that the selection of the elements to
include (such as ports, firms, ships, etc...) should be carried
out on the basis of establishing objective criteria, based on
quality, operability and efficiency. All this should lead to a
port and service network instead of series of simple
corridors, between two single ports, previously defined by
the public powers, as up to now the French government
has been proposing. It has been very positive to know that
the official Spanish position, recently exposed by the
President of "Puertos del Estado”, is perfectly tuned with
our focus in SPC-Spain.

In the national institutional area, the new Ports Law has
gathered explicitly some of the bonus rates specific for SSS
services and our Association has recently commissioned a
study about the juridical and economical viability of
establishing a “single rate" or "forfait" for them.

On the other hand, in this period the existing SSS services
in Spain have been consolidated and extended. As an
example, Grimaldi Naples has increased the number of
ships in service and the frequency between Valencia,
Salerno and Livorno; the number of vehicles transported
by Grimaldi Genoa between Barcelona and Genoa has

increased a 149%.

But moreover, new services are coming up: in February,
Flota Suardiaz started a new Ro-Ro service between
Tarragona and Barcelona to Civitavecchia. In the Atlantic
also new services have been inaugurated, such as the
collaboration between Geest North Sea Line and Odiel
Bilbao S.A., between Bilbao and Rotterdam. It can be
foreseen that this development process probably will
continue within the next months, because other studies
for other services - involving the ports of Santander,
Bilbao, Castellon, Tarragona, Cartagena and Almeria
amongst others - are on their way.

Therefore, the balance for these two years of activity of our
Association can be qualified as clearly positive and the
seeds that have been planted seem to be bearing fruit.
With the support of their members, SPC-Spain has
foreseen to continue on this line, diffusing the concept,
encouraging the co-operation and developing new reports
to improve the knowledge of the SSS services and
their integration in the Spanish and EU intermodal chains,
all of it as a contribution to a sustained logistic alternative

in Europe.

Events and Seminars

In order to disseminate knowledge and interest in Shortsea

Breakfast meetings in Parliament - We have arranged
breakfast meetings in the Swedish Parliament on three
occasions. The Baltic Sea and its role as a Motorway for
Shortsea Shipping was the focus of the last breakfast
meeting in 2003. These meetings are an efficient and
informal venue for discussing various issues. The group
of parliamentarians also made a joint study visit to
Lysekil and Havets Hus (the sea aquarium) to partake of
reports on the shipping industry's influence on the

marine environment.
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Motorways of the Baltic Sea

In connection with the seminar Motorways of the Baltic
Sea, County Governor Ingegerd Wérnersson inaugurated
the new ferry quay in Karlshamn by cutting a ribbon on
board M/V Kaunas. No fewer than 170 participants from
seven countries were enticed to the Port of Karlshamn.

Day two of this yearly conference was dedicated to
discussing trends within European shipping where the
spotlight was on the Baltic Sea Region. This was the first of

many conferences planned- for the year.

In addition to other conferences planned during ‘the
coming year, we will focus on producing new information
material - printed and for the web - to communicate with
shippers and forwarding agents actively and distinctly. We
will also participate in-exhibitions and make personal visits
where we follow up how best to-continue promoting
Shortsea Shipping among our members and other
interested parties.

United Kingdom

The United Kingdom, like so many of its European
neighbours has a problem with road congestion. In a
desperately overcrowded island like the UK it is essential to
have a good and effective road infrastructure. Small
increases in traffic on an already congested network can
quickly bring the road transport system to a halt. Similarly,
small reductions in traffic - particularly freight traffic -
can impact in a positive way. Sea and Water -
incorporating the UK's short-sea promotion centre - was
established last year to promote water as an effective and
viable alternative to road for transporting freight. An
already congested road network, a national shortage of

lorry drivers and the impact of the European working time
directive limiting drivers' hours all point to an alternative
mode of transport to complement and enhance what is
already in place.

The United Kingdom is an island nation and, as such, around
960% of our imports and exports already go by sea. So at first
glance it might seem that a UK promotion centre would
have very little to do! But it is not just the amount of goods
which move to and from a country that is important - one
should also consider where they are loaded and discharged
in respect of their origin and final destination. Interestingly
70% of containers brought into the UK are discharged at the
large southern ports and 80% of these are loaded onto
trucks and taken by road to the middle or north of the
country. Over eighty percent of trailers leaving Ireland are
taken by sea to the west coast of the UK to transit by road

european shortsea network annual report 2003

to the south-east of the country only to be loaded onto
vessels and shipped again to mainland Europe for onward
transit to their final destination. Whilst we shouldn't ignore
the economic impact this has on the UK and the economics
of liner services offering a round the world service we
should also be mindful of using water effectively to reduce

road congestion.

In terms of goods moved in and around the UK we find
that 82% are moved by road, 7% by sea, 7% by pipeline
and 4% by rail. Taking distance into consideration (the

percentages are now of tonne-kilometres rather than

m SPC United Kingdom

straight tonnes) we see that the figure for road reduces to
63% and sea increases to 269% leaving rail at just 7% and
pipeline at 4%. These statistics tell us a number of very
interesting stories - not least that if the already heavily
subsidised rail industry is further aided and we see a
doubling of freight carried by rail, the impact on road

congestion will be hardly noticeable.

The UK has an enormous potential for moving freight by
water in a cost effective, environmentally friendly and
sustainable way. But water on its own is often not the
answer. Sea and Water is working with the rail and road
sectors to ensure that our activities complement other
modes. It is unlikely that water transportation would not
include a road or rail leg as some part of the logistics chain.
Sea and Water is looking to increase the water leg and
reduce the road leg. Of course trans-shipment costs must
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also be taken into account and it is very often these
which reduce the financial attractiveness of using water.

Sea and Water was established in late 2003 following a call
from industry for an umbrella organisation to represent its
collective views. Central government sponsors the
organisation financially and-uses-it-as a_communications
conduit to consult the wider industry. Although funded by
government, Sea and Water operates.very much at arm's
length and is led, governed and steered by industry
representatives. The over-arching strategy is provided by
an advisory board of leading players in the short-sea,
coastal and waterways sectors. Specific issues and
initiatives are handled by two expert committees - one
focusing on short-sea and coastal matters, and the other
on inland waterways - and, once again,th&@@mmittees
comprise those at the leading edge ofdtheifparticular
sector. As such, Sea and Waterprgvides thesonly forum
where the entire industryfcan dgettogetherto debate
relevant issues - ports, frack providers, cafffiers; brokers,
agents, and shippers all participate,Ray=to=day’ matters
are handled by an executive group andsth@organisation
currently employs one full-time staff member,"S6on. te_be

expanded to two or three.

Sea and Water's unique and very strong links with central
government, particularly at ministerial level, allow a good
dialogue and the veryreal opportunity to influence policy

at all levels.

The core’aim of the organisation is “to champion water as
an effective and alternative way of moving freight in the UK
by removing. obstacles, influencing policy-and- providing
support.” In short, - encouraging the use of water to

move freight

The two committees have a number of objectives to which
they will work towards over the coming period and
they include:

® Debating a wide range of issues relating to short-sea
and coastal issues with the aim of removing constraints
and impediments to the mainténanceiand growth of

the current market.

® Contributing to the development of UK and European
short-sea & ¢oastal initiatives by responding to
European, national and local government requests

for consultation.

® “Providing guidance; and ‘advice to the industry
where appropriate.

®_Proposing new initiatives aimed at enhancing and

protecting the short-sea and coastal shipping industry.

® (o-ordinating .and promote” the UK's short=sea and
coastalinterests including establishing a programme of
seminars and conferences.

Our fledgling organisation is already getting itself known
around the industry and has generated a warm response
from all quarters. We are initiating a number of activities
aimed at promoting water which include our first major
conference in April 2004 backed-up by a number of
shorter seminars focusing on specific industry concerns.
We arescutrently working on the development of a
water-freight database to bring together and present the
UK\industry\to its customers. And we have started:to play
our part in Europe.

Sea and Water has(been established at the time both the
UK government and' Europe are actively-looking-to make
more use of water. This, together with.a-will on thé part of
industry will allow us to make the impact we need to get
freight off the road and onto the sea and the waterways.
