‘SEVERE congestion’ at Felixstowe has
cotsed K Line to caneel one call at the
Suffolk port and diverted two others on
its Japan Express Service o Thame-
sport; writes Felicily Landon.

In its customer newsletier it savs that
vessels calling at Felixstowe in recent
weeks have encountered delays, “caus-
ing further disruption to the vessel's
schedule and negatively impacting on
OUr CUStOmETs'.

“We undersiand that the porl is suf-
fering from the effects of high volumes,
which is causing severe congestion,” the
line added.

“In eddition Lo this they have experi-
enced labour issues at a tme when the
peak holiday season is upon them,
resulting in a shortage of available
gangs, which has further compounded
the situntion.”

The newslotter added: “We under-
stand the port is already recruiting
more siafl and, as (he hollday season §s
drawing to a close, shonld have more
gangs available so that they can start
easing the backiog.'
